Marbled Spinner Spider Card
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Cardstock

Basic Black  5 ½” x 8 ½” 

Pumpkin Pie  3” x 5 ¼”  

Whisper White  1 ½” x 5” 

Basic Black and Pumpkin Pie scraps

Inks:  Black Reinker, Pumpkin Pie stamp pad
Stamps:  All Year Cheer III

Accessories:  Black & White Gingham ribbon

Tools:  1 ¼” Circle punch, 1 3/8” Circle punch, Word Window punch, Glue dots

Extras:  Stamp Container, 3 Marbles, Temporary Adhesive, Stampin’ Dimensionals, 2 Pennies, Black Pom Pom, Googly Eyes

Steps:

1. Put 4 drops or so of reinker into the bottom of an old stamp container, add the marbles, close lid and move it around so the ink covers the marbles.

2. Open lid and adhere the Pumkin Pie piece to the top of the lid (on the inside) with temporary adhesive.
3. Close lid and turn container upside down and shake and roll until the desired effect is reached.  

4. Take the piece out and using the Word Window punch slide it in from the bottom as far as it will go and punch, move it over and do it again until a long slot is created.  (Add Dazzling Diamonds with a glue pen to make the web shine if desired.)
5. Using the slot as a guide, lightly pencil the slot onto 1 ½” x 5” piece of Whisper White, stamp words and let dry and then erase pencil marks.
6. Align and adhere Whisper White piece onto black card front.

7. To make the ‘spinner’ part adhere one Stampin’ Dimensional to the front of one of the pennies.  Place the other penny over top and press to adhere.  Add another dimensional or some glue dots and then placed your stamped image over top and press to adhere (stamped image, or pom pom spider that has been glued to two circles punched with the circle punches).

8. Carefully fit the spinner piece into the slot by fitting the cardstock between the two pennies.
9. Adhere Stampin’ Dimensionals to the back of the piece (about 8 of them or so) ensuring you don’t place them too close to where the penny will spin.
10. Adhere it to the front of the card and add ribbon
