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Cardstock

Black  5 ½” x 8 ½”  (base)
White 4 1/8” x 5 3/8”  (card front piece)

Black 2” x 9”   (long strip that you pull)

Black ¾” x 4 1/8”  (horizontal strip)

Black 2” x 2”  CUT 4  (four squares to mat the stamped images on)

White  1 7/8” x 1 7/8”  CUT 4  (four smaller squares to stamp images on)
Inks:  Black
Stamps:  Touch of Nature
Accessories:  Black ribbon, brads, staple
Tools:  1/6” hole punch Stapler
Steps:

1. Score the 2” x 9” piece at 2”, 2 ¾”, 3 ½”, 4 ¼”
2. Stamp images on the white squares and mat them on the black slightly larger squares
3. Attach the thin horizontal strip to the front of the large White piece with two brads, eyelets or staples.  Note: it is very important that you do not use any adhesive in the middle of this piece!   Leave about a 1” space (measuring from the bottom of the strip to the bottom of the white card front piece when adhering).

4. Next, attach the scored 2” x 9” piece to the horizontal strip you just attached to the card front. To do this, slide the non scored end of the scored piece between the horizontal strip and the card, making sure to center it in the middle of your card. Line up the very edge of the scored end of the piece with bottom of the horizontal strip and attach with adhesive.

5. Attach your first stamped and matted image to the bottom 2’ x 2’ space at the scored end of the long strip.

6. Apply adhesive across the very top of the back of each of the three remaining squares and attach them one at a time to the top of each scored rectangular sections.  
7. Attach remaining eyelet to end of scored piece and thread ribbon through or just staple a ribbon on.
8. Pull and add a hidden message if desired on the strip that is revealed.
